Meet Facilities & Rules 

• Food and drinks (except water) are not allowed inside the Rec Center. 
• Entry to the restrooms and spectator area will be allowed through the southwest 

door of the Rec Center only.  Please do not enter the Rec Center lobby, gyms, 
outdoor splash pool and other onsite facilities. The swim meet area will be clearly 
marked, and we ask that you respect all signs and directions from volunteers 
regarding areas we are not allowed to access. 

• Swimmers MUST stay in the pits. Please only allow your swimmer to leave the pit if you 
have picked them up and let their pit parent know.  

• The spectator area is limited to viewing races only.   

• The shallow end of the indoor pool is closed during the meet. Swimmers will not be 
allowed to use this area of the pool for warm up/warm down or enter the shallow area 
of the pool for any reason. 

• Please do not bring pets to the meet.

Arm Marking 

1. Use the Heat Sheet or Swimtopia App to find your swimmer(s) name 

and highlight or circle their events. 

2. The night before or morning of, mark their LEFT arm with a sharpie.  

Last name: EHL and their respective numbers based on the heat 

sheet. Lines are optional.  

3. DO NOT put sunscreen on that area or it will completely smear!
