City Meet is the Championship Meet for all teams (Blue, Red and White Divisions) in the Chattanooga Area Swim League. There are over 1,000 swimmers attending over the two days. It is a very exciting weekend, but it can also be confusing your first time to attend.

Key Times: Friday July 13 and Saturday July 14
Morning Sessions (8 & Under, 9-10) Warm ups 7:00 am / Events start at 8:30 am

Afternoon Sessions (11-12, 13-14, & 15-18) Warm ups 11:40 pm / Events start not before 12:55 pm

*Finals Sessions warm ups 4:15 pm / Events start at 5:30 pm 
* Saturday finals may be moved earlier by decision of coaches and team representatives.

Location and parking

This year’s meet is outdoors at Ft Oglethorpe Arlene Crye Pool, Arlene Crye Pool, 19 Van Cleve St, Ft Oglethorpe, GA 30742. Allow 45 minutes travel time from Cleveland. Parking is available on a limited basis in the immediate pool area within Gilbert Stephens Park and ample space available in remote lots across from the park in church lot as well as at the Fort Oglethorpe City Hall. A walking path links City Hall with the park. Shuttle service will be available during peak hours. Plan to get there a little early so the kids can get their bearings before they are expected to report to the pool. Each team has a designated area which is where you will set up your tents, chairs, sleeping bags, etc. 

Heat Sheets

It is recommended that you buy a Heat Sheet when you arrive or arrange to share one with someone else. The Heat Sheet lists all the events of the meet in order and will tell you what heat and lane your child will be in for each event. Bring your Individual Meet Entries Report with you to make it easier to find your events in the Heat Sheet and highlight them. Use a Sharpie to write your child’s events, heat and lane on their arm or leg.

Events

At City Meet YOU WILL BE RESPONSIBLE FOR YOUR OWN CHILDREN. The team will NOT provide coordinators to get your kids to their events; you must do this yourself. You will need to listen closely to the announcements and follow the order of events so you know when to get your child ready to swim. There will be a first call, a second call and a final call for each event so you will have notice that the event is coming. 
Timing System: Electronic timing system is used. Make sure your swimmer knows they have to touch the pad in order for their time and place to register correctly.
Clerk of Course

The morning session swimmers (6 & Under, 8 & Under and 9-10 year olds) have to report to the Clerk of Course in order to swim. Locate this area when you arrive so your child will know where to go when their event is called. When your child’s event is called, take them to the Clerk of Course. They will be assembling swimmers by heats as listed in the heat sheet. They will call out names and give your child a card. Then they will line them up in chairs in the order on their cards. The clerk of course will then escort the swimmers through the course and out onto the pool deck to the lane they will be swimming in. Swimmers must have their cards and stay where they are told to go. No parents are allowed on deck except during 8&U relays. When it is their turn to swim, their lane timer will take their card as they get up on the starting block. 

Starts: Events will be started using dive-overs (swimmers remain in the water until after the official starts the next heat). Please explain this to your swimmer so they will know to wait in the water until they are instructed to clear the pool. 

Spectator area

You may watch the races from the spectator viewing area. Be considerate of those sitting behind you and don’t block the view by standing in someone else’s way. Once your child is through swimming, make room for other people to sit and watch their kids. There is no saving of seats in the spectator area.

Relays
Coach Tony will set relays at the meet based on who is there and who will be the most competitive relay. You will be told if your child is in a relay and it is your responsibility to see that your child is available when it is time for relays to get ready to swim. 8&U swimmers will need parents to help them get their relays together. One or two parents should be allowed on deck to assist with the 8&U relays. Please do not leave after the individual events without check with Tony, Katie or Savannah to see if your child is expected to swim in a relay, especially if they are an alternate.

Preliminaries/Finals/Results/Scoring
Individual events will be swum in preliminaries and finals. The top 8 finishers from the preliminaries for individual events and relays will qualify for the championship finals. The 9th through 16th place finishers from the preliminaries for individual events will qualify for the consolation finals. The next 2 places will be listed as alternates, who will move into the consolation heat should there be any scratches. A swimmer who swims in the consolation finals can place no higher than 9th. The top 16 places in individual events and the top in 8 places in relay events will score points.
Scratches

All finals and consolation swimmers in every age group must report to the Clerk of Course when the event is called. If you make a final or consolation heat but will not be staying, please scratch by informing one of the team representatives (any Snider). 

Finals

Any swimmer that places in the top 18 in a prelim/final event and DOES plan on swimming in the evening session MUST POSITIVELY CHECK-IN with the Administrative Referee. (Parent, swimmer or coach can do this.) Cut off time for positive check-in is 15 minutes prior to the beginning of the evening session. 

In the evening session, all swimmers in every age group (including alternates) must report to the Clerk of Course when the event is called. Any swimmer who positively checks-in and then fails to report for the event will cause the team to be fined $25 per instance.
