NJSDC Dual Meet Notes for the Scoring / Recorder’s table
     Revised Summer 2018
Rules are specific to the NJ Swimming and Diving Conference – Summer League

· ALL Times for All Swimmers must be recorded legibly on both teams meet sheets.
All events including Extra Heats MUST be recorded on BOTH sheets
Both copies of the meet sheet must be identical.  The Home team chooses which to keep.  

· Please record all times neatly 

· Please make sure both coaches and the appropriate judges sign the official meet sheet.

· Please make sure the official meet sheet contains the sheets for Extra Heats

· Please make sure all times get recorded and if a swimmer is disqualified, it should be marked DQ.
· DO NOT RECORD TIME IS SWIMMER IS DQ’d
· For A & B Leagues, points are awarded to 1st thru 5th place for individual events. 

· 6 points for first, 4 points for second, then 3 for 3rd, 2 for 4th & 1 point for 5th place.

· Relays score 8 points for first, 4 points for second, and 2 points for third place

· For C & D Leagues, points are awarded to 1st, 2nd, and 3rd place for individual events.   

· 5 points for first, 3 points for second, and 1 point for third place. 
· Relays get 7 points to First place.  No scores for second or third Place
· Ribbons are awarded for 1st, 2nd, and 3rd place for the official heat only. (Club Specific)

· Only First place ribbons for Relays

· All Eight and Unders receive Participation Ribbons.   (Club Specific)

Determining the Official Time for an event:

· If the times of two or more designated timers agree for a given lane, their time shall be the official time.
· If three times disagree, the middle time shall be the official time for the event. 
· If only two times are available for a given lane, then the official time for that lane will be the average of the two times to a hundredth of a second.  When this calculation results in a value that is expressed in a thousandths of a second, the final digit will be dropped without rounding (e.g. 53.178 becomes  53.17) 
· If only one time is available for given lane, that time is the official time for the lane 

Determining the Official Order of Finish

The order of finish is determined by both Across the Board Judges.  If both Across the Board Judges agree on the order of finish, that is the official placing to score (even if the official times are different).
If the two Across the Board Judges do not agree as to the order of finish, then Lane and Placement judging is performed by the Referee.   The Referee must be notified if there is a discrepancy between the Across the Board judges, and only the Referee can determine the official order of finish.  

The Referee must be presented with the following:

· Both Across the Board judges record of the order of the finish. 

· All Button times recorded for the disputed lanes.

· The computed average of both button times.

· The backup watch times recorded for the disputed lanes.

The Referee must evaluate the above information and confer with the Starter’s record of the order of finish.       The Referee determines the official order of finish.
