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Questions 
I am going to attend; can my child stay with me?  
Yes. Rooms are booked with 4 per room. If someone declines their spot and rooms with their parent, 
that is ok but it has to be in the same hotel & Coach Tracy Da Costa needs to know the room 
number.  

I am going to attend; can I drive my child back?  
No. Per District Field Trip approval, all swimmers are required to return on the bus.
