Team Guidelines
The purpose of these regulations is to ensure a safe and enjoyable atmosphere for everyone involved in the Sully II Swim Team program. Please ensure that parents and swimmers fully understand these guidelines.

1) Swimmers are to arrive just prior to practice and are to leave immediately following practice. Use of the pool must be restricted to swim team practice (including SUPERTeam), team functions, and swim lessons prior to the pool’s opening time of 11:00 am. Entrance into the pool area by any swimmer prior to the coaches’ arrival is grounds for dismissal from the team. All COVID-related guidelines and preventive measures must be followed. 
2) Swimmers are not allowed into the water before the start of their scheduled practice. Once practice begins, swimmers are restricted to areas designated by the coach. 
3) The Sully Station ll Community’s pool rules govern practice behavior. No running on deck, no horseplay, no diving in restricted areas, etc. Please refer to your copy of the pool rules previously distributed by the Community. Additional copies of pool rules can be obtained from the Community Center. 
4) Swimmers who are continuously disruptive, show disrespect, or who use unsuitable language directed at the coaches, other swimmers, or parents will be handled as follows:

1st occurrence - verbal warning by coach

2nd occurrence - verbal warning by the coach, dismissed from that day’s practice, 

and call to parents by the Team Representative

3rd occurrence - swimmer will be dismissed from all meets that week (including “A” 

and “B” meets)


4th occurrence - swimmer is dismissed from team for the season

5) Swimmers are required to treat the pool equipment carefully and use the equipment only for its intended purpose. There is to be no sitting on the lane lines, hitting with kickboards, etc. 
6) It is important to the development of the swimmers to have no parents on deck during swim practice. If parents have questions that need to be addressed by the coaches, please wait until the end of practice to engage the coaches in a discussion. Concerns or questions should also be made known to the Swim Team Representative.

The above guidelines are established to ensure that our swimmers have a safe environment in which to develop a love for the sport of swimming, advanced aquatic skills, teamwork, and the principles of good sportsmanship. Please observe them closely and we all will benefit and have an enjoyable swim season.
